Have you ever walked through a crowded area and almost been burnt by somebody’s lit cigarette? Have you

ever looked at litter along the streets and felt that the city you live in is unclean? Our streets and parks

must be safe and comfortable for every resident in Chiba City, so please don’t smoke in public areas or litter.

There are designated zones around Chiba Station, Inage Station, Kaihin Makuhari Station, Soga Station

and Chiba Central Park that are no-smoking, no-littering zones. As of July 1, 2011, if you are caught

littering or smoking in these areas by an appointed personnel staff, you will be fined ¥2,000 per offense.

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Beware of Infectious Gastroenteritis Caused by the Norovirus

During the winter and spring, there are many reported cases of food poisoning caused by the extremely
infectious norovirus, which is characterized by symptoms of nausea and diarrhea. Children and the elderly
are at an increased risk. Please follow these measures and avoid contracting or spreading the infection.
Preventive Measures:
® A great quantity of the virus is contained in the feces and vomit of an infected individual. When cleaning
any place contaminated by vomit, feces etc. use a disposable mask and plastic gloves.
After cleaning contaminated objects, wash your hands and fingers with soap and rinse with hot water.
® Be sure to wash your hands thoroughly and dry them with a clean towel after using the bathroom,
before meals, and when cooking.
If you cook, avoid directly touching any food/materials if you have any symptoms of Norovirus infection.
® If you cook oysters or other shellfish, make sure that the ingredient is cooked all the way through (cook
at over 85 degrees Celsius for more than a minute).
