and Guidance Center.

* Registration is required for businesses
involving animals such as selling, safekeeping
and training.

+ Make sure your dog is registered and have
vaccinated for rabies. Attach the ID and
rabies tags to the dog’s collar.

* Make sure your dog must be put on a leach
when going out for walk.

*  You must inform the city in the event that
your dog dies, you move, or if your dog bites
anyone.

+ Keeping your cats indoors can keep them safe
