< Wash and rinse your hands and fingers well

with soap after handling dirty objects

< Wash your hands well and use a clean towel

after using the restroom, before eating, and when

cooking.

< When preparing food, do not touch food

directly if symptoms such as nausea, diarrhea, or

fever appear

<~ Make sure bivalve seafood such as oysters are

cooked well on the inside (above 85°C for over one

minute) before eating
