Drink lots of water and fluids and also
replenish salts after sweating.

Use the air conditioner or a fan to adjust the
temperature. Keep cool with freezer packs, ice,
cold towels, etc.

Use an umbrella or wear a hat when going
outside, and wear cool clothing. Take frequent
breaks in the shade, and avoid going outside in the
afternoon on hot days.
