In order to prevent child abuse, it is
1mportant to notice and report the signs early, and
for communities, schools, and society to work
together. Your cooperation in protecting children
and supporting guardians in need is important.

If you suspect a child abuse:

Everyone’s awareness has great effect in saving
children. If you notice the following signs of abuse,
please call immediately the City’s Child Guidance
Center.

Child’s condition: constant crying of a child,
unnatural wounds or bruises on the child’s body,
always filthy or wearing untidy clothes

Parent’s condition: often yelling, non-consultation
of child’s sickness or injuries with doctor, leaving
child at home for trip unaccompanied.

Call the Child and
Domestic Affairs Division, Child Guidance Center.
